SUBJECT:  Residential IRC Permit/Project Suspension or Abandonments that exceed 180 days 
DATE: 12/27/2017
Purpose:  This policy is to give guidance of what is considered an active permit/project within Louisville City limits. The Building Code, as adopted in section R105.5, states that a permit becomes invalid unless the work authorized by such permit is commenced within 180 days after issuance, or if the work authorized by such a permit is suspended or abandoned for a period of 180 days after the time of work has commenced. Projects are considered abandoned or suspended if the required inspections listed below have not been passed.
Policy:  Below are the requirements to retain an active building permit/project. The following inspections are required every 180 days in order to maintain an active permit. Failure to pass the full inspection will not be considered a completed inspection and will not be considered in the 180 day requirement. At that time the permit will become expired. These inspections must be a whole and/or full inspection. Partial or failed inspections will not be accepted.
180 Day Inspection Requirement Timeline
· First round of 180 days (effective from the permit issue date) 

· Must have passed the foundation inspection. Foundation inspection may include footings, perimeter drain, stem walls, and/ damp/ water proofing.
· Second round of 180 days (date effective the day after first round is complete)
· Must have passed all rough framing, all rough electrical, all rough mechanical, and/or all rough plumbing inspections.
· Third round of 180 days (date effective the day after second round is complete)
· Must have passed all insulation inspections.  
· Fourth round of 180 days (date effective the day after third round is complete)
· Must have passed all drywall inspections.  
· Fifth round of 180 days (date effective the day after fourth round is complete)
· Must have passed all final electrical, all final mechanical, all final plumbing, and/or all final building inspections. 
· Sixth round of 180 days (date effective the day after fifth round is complete)
· Must have a Certificate of Occupancy issued within this last round of 180 days. 
No permit can be in effect for more than six 180-day rounds or 1,080 days total.
