I took a look at the Redtail Ridge trail widths diagram that is slated to be reviewed at your
meeting on Monday. I noticed that even though the open space advisory board advocated for
an underpass at Rockcress Dr. and Northwest Parkway and made this opinion known on
multiple occasions, that underpass has not made it into the trail plans. I see this as a significant
oversight given that the southeast corner of the property where this intersection is located will
be a major entrance to the property including traffic for the relocated Avista Hospital. Having
multimodal traffic on the primary north/side trail on the east side of the property cross at street
level is not ideal and with ambulances and other traffic potentially coming off of the parkway
at a high rate of speed this could put pedestrians and cyclists at risk. Is there any way that this
underpass could be built before it is too late in the construction process?

Not on the agenda: A comprehensive year round short-term rental policy

Mayor and members of the City Council,
| want Louisville to thrive.

A little more than a year ago we were discussing ADU's. Louisville was the only community
of our peers that did not have an ADU policy. | felt like Louisville was in last place.

Today its short-term rentals (STRs). Louisville is the only community of our peers without a
12-month short term rental policy. Again, | feel like Louisville is in last place.

Is this a pattern?

Many visitors to Louisville prefer to stay in short-term rentals. There is clearly a market.
Additionally, there is a benefit to residents who wish to operate STRs. There are economic
benefits to businesses and to the City. So why would the City wish to stifle economic
vitality by prohibiting STRs? Why enforce an outdated code that negatively impacts our
community?

This is an indicator of a broader problem. Our outdated zoning code is preventing us
from thriving. The zoning code was intended to safeguard our general welfare, but it is
doing the opposite - threatening our welfare.

Recommendations:

Develop a comprehensive STR policy now
Please do not wait for the entire zoning code to be rewritten to address STRs. A policy
should be developed and implemented ASAP.

Moratorium on Enforcement

Strating immediately, there should be a moratorium on enforcement until a
comprehensive policy is developed and implemented. This will allow visitors to stay in our
town and contribute to our economy.

Complaint protocol
An enforcement moratorium does not mean the City should just ignore resident’s
complaints regarding STRs if they arise. City planners should use their planning skills to

mediate and resolve complaint issues. Noise, light, parking and similar nuisances are items
planners know how to deal with. Zoning is not planning and we need to shift staff's time
and resources away from zoning management toward planning that will benefit the
community.

This issue highlights the fact that we have a lot of work to do to overcome the inertia and
legacy of use segregation. We not only need to rewrite our zoning code, but also to shift
the way “planning” has been traditionally done, towards a role that is more engaged and
actively responds to the needs of our community. This is a vision for a new style of local

government that is needed for our post suburban sprawl future.

Dear City Council Members,

I’m writing to bring attention to a growing safety concern at the pedestrian walkway beneath
the “Louisville” overpass, specifically at the base of the paved ramp leading into the tunnel
area. (See attached photo with a red X marking the spot)

As someone who walks this path nearly every day, I’ve noticed a significant increase in fast-
moving bike and e-bike traffic coming down the ramp and around the blind corner. This area
is heavily used by pedestrians, including parents with strollers, young children, seniors, and
individuals walking their dogs. Unfortunately, visibility at this corner is extremely limited and
cyclists often approach at high speeds, making it difficult for anyone to react in time.

There have been multiple close calls—including instances where my dog and I have nearly
been hit—which has made me avoid using the ramp altogether and opt for the stairs instead.
That’s not a safe or accessible long-term solution for many members of our community.

I’m concerned that without intervention, this situation could easily result in a serious accident.
I’m not certain what the best solution would be, but potential measures such as mirrors,
painted lane markings, speed-reducing signage, or other traffic-calming strategies may help
improve visibility and encourage safer behavior.

I appreciate your time and attention to this matter and hope the city can evaluate this area for
improvements to better protect both pedestrians and cyclists.

Dear City Council members,

I have lived in Old Town for 22 years. I value history, preservation, our town, and generally
have supported what I as a lay person had taken to be the purpose of the tax. However, I have
become concerned and curious about the program as it has played out in practice.

This tax is levied on everyone, but I am not clear that the benefits are broadly shared. When
we consider the value for Louisville as a whole, in 2026, does this tax as written and
implemented still make sense? This is the time to take a step back and look at the purpose and
impact of this tax, and evaluate how it fits for our town now.

The packet for tonight enumerates some of the impacts in what I see as two buckets. Bucket 1
has direct material impact on property:

- “Dating back to 2016, the City has awarded over $3.8M in Grants to 40 unique recipients.”
- Over $405,000 in Pre-Landmarking assessments to 73 recipients. From 2019-2025

This is the focus of my concern: Who are these folks, what are the projects? How have they
benefited Louisville as a whole? What metrics might we use to evaluate these questions? What
does this track record tell us as we think about the future?

Bucket 2 “provided over $1.1M in total funding for the Historical Museum” seems to be
different kind of use, and in my view directly benefits more people in Louisville.

Any proposal to tax payers should be based on a responsible evaluation of the impact the tax
money has had to date, and clear goals for the future.

Specifically, are the improvements to private properties in Old Town valuable to Louisville
residents at large? Do we want to continue this approach, modify or refine it? How does this
fit with our larger strategic plan?

An advisory board seems like a responsible mechanism. However, the proposed roles seem
to reflect a bias towards those who are familiar with or are likely to benefit from the program
as it exists now. What is the mechanism for including various perspectives? What is the
impact on equity and affordability?

I am asking for a responsible broad evaluation and reconsideration of this tax, including the
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option to revise the focus of implementation or let it lapse.

Hello City council members

I reviewed the memorandum on the proposed utility fee increases. While it explains
the need for higher water rates, it does not provide a rationale for increasing
stormwater rates.

The Comprehensive Plan encourages the use of green infrastructure in city projects,
but this proposal does not show how the stormwater rate increase would support
that goal. For example, the city could explore pilot projects using porous paving in
streets. These types of projects would help demonstrate the benefits and challenges
of new design approaches for both public and private use.

When my cul-de-sac was repaved, I asked about trying a non-standard paving
material as a demonstration project, but was told there was no funding in the CIP
for this type of effort.

The discussion of stormwater utility fees seems like a good opportunity to consider
adding innovative project types—and their associated costs—into future city
planning.

I would like to hear what specifically is included in the stormwater fee increase
request.
